You are asked to contact your state representative today and tell them you support Voter Photo ID!  

-Even if they have told you they support Voter Photo ID, please contact them again.  They are keeping count of how much contact they receive on this issue.  Find your State Representative and his/her contact information here: www.fyi.legis.state.tx.us. If your State Representative is a Democrat, then please contact the Republican representative nearest to you. Please make your message short and friendly and perhaps even offer your help to your representative in getting this bill passed. Here are some important points about Voter Photo ID. Please choose one or two of them to share with your state representative. 

· UT recently did a study which showed 70% of Texans support Photo ID to vote and ranked it as the third most important issue facing the Legislature this session. This study included Democrats and Republicans.

· The U.S. Supreme Court upheld the constitutionality of Indiana's Voter Photo ID last April. 

· The Democrats argue that Voter Photo ID will suppress the vote of their base. With every election that has occurred since states have begun to implement Voter ID, the evidence does not agree. 

· The two states having the strictest Voter ID requirements had record turnouts in the 2008 election, with Democrats having a 6% to 8% increase in turnout and Republicans less than one-half percent increase in turnout. States without Voter Photo ID had markedly lower turnout increases. 

· Voter fraud is very hard to detect and prove under current laws. Democratic-leaning groups and labor unions regularly use the civil rights laws as a pretext to prevent purging voter rolls of dead or ineligible voters. Requiring voter identification is a very easy way to deter illegal voters from voting and catch and prosecute them when they do so. 

· To most Texans, Voter Photo ID is common sense. You can't cash a check or get on an airplane without photo identification, but you can vote. 

· Photo ID is important for giving voters confidence that elections will be run fairly and securely. 

· Most every other industrial democracy in the world requires voter identification, including Mexico, which includes a photo ID on the voter registration card.

This bill will not pass without many, many of us taking action every time we are called upon to act!
