Budget Problems: The news is not pretty for many states and municipalities across the country. California has a $40 billion budget deficit. New Jersey has a budget shortfall of more than $1 billion, in addition to the highest burden of state and local taxes in the nation, according to the Tax Foundation. The National Conference of State Legislatures (NCSL) is forecasting state budget deficits in the range of more than $140 billion during the 2009 and 2010 fiscal years. Those states that went on a spending spree during the boom years (and are now paying the price in recessionary times with huge budget deficits) are petitioning the incoming Obama administration to bail them out of their economic difficulties. As reported by The New York Times, governors of these financially insolvent states are asking the federal government “for a total of $1 trillion” for state governments over the next two years. Reportedly, the Obama administration is sympathetic to this latest request for yet another bailout. Texas, with the world’s 12th largest economy, is faring better financially than any other large state in the nation, even though we too are feeling the effects of the national recession and the credit crunch.  Texas is well-served by its decision in recent years to limit state spending increases to the rate of inflation plus population growth. We’ve been consistently ranked in recent years as the country’s best state for business. Our present economic storm will blow over in time – far more slowly than Hurricane Ike but just as surely – so long as our national government doesn’t continue to make things worse.
