The Protect America Act of 2007 (PAA) is a bill to amend the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act (FISA) of 1978 by providing additional procedures for authorizing certain acquisitions of foreign intelligence information and for other purposes.  The Protect America Act grants enhanced surveillance authority thereby helping the intelligence community obtain vital foreign intelligence information.  Protect America Act of 2007 was signed into law on August 5, 2007, however due to a sunset clause it expired around February 16, 2008.  

President Bush feels extending the Protect America Act is an urgent priority and must include an updated provision that would shield telecommunications companies from wholesale lawsuits over their cooperation with the government in monitoring the phone calls and e-mail messages of suspected terrorists without warrants.  President Bush has warned the House that he will veto any bill that does not include shielding the telecommunications companies.  On February 12, 2008 the United States Senate passed a surveillance bill to President Bush's liking. However, the House Democratic leadership is blocking a vote and causing a hold up.  

Dallas County Council of Republican Women encourages you to contact House Speaker Nancy Pelosi and urge the House Democratic leadership to bring this bill to the House floor for a vote.
