Congressional Health Care Forum
On Monday, I joined Congressmen Sam Johnson, Joe Barton, and Jeb Hensarling for a Congressional Health Care Forum…. During the panel discussions, Baylor Health Care System President Joel Allison identified cost-saving joint ventures and physician-owned facilities that can provide more affordable, quality care. Additionally, he noted the current physician shortage, underscoring the fact that universal coverage will not mean universal access. My colleagues and I also heard how the Lubbock Chamber of Commerce is using local pooling to provide cost-effective health coverage without federal assistance, how the National Association of Counties has started a county prescription drug card plan that offers significantly discounted prescriptions to participants, and how local physicians in Plano have united resources to develop more affordable “one-stop” health care services. 
Higher Rx Costs for Seniors
The non-partisan Congressional Budget Office (CBO) confirmed that Democrats’ government health care takeover will raise Medicare premiums by 20 percent in the next 10 years. Clearly, this is not good news for seniors – especially combined with the fact that the Majority proposes cutting nearly $500 billion from Medicare to partially fund a public “option.” The CBO finding also relies on presumed “savings” from pharmaceutical companies cutting deals with the White House – although the deals are nonbinding and few specifics have been released. That said, the pharmaceutical industry appears to be so confident in its ability to churn higher profits from the deal that it plans to spend over $150 million dollars running ads in support of President Obama’s agenda. Robert Reich,  Secretary of Labor under President Clinton, said: “I’m appalled by the deal the White House has made with the pharmaceutical industry’s lobbying arm to buy their support….When an industry gets secret concessions out of the White House in return for a promise to lend the industry’s support to a key piece of legislation, we’re in big trouble. That’s called extortion.” 
FROM: State Representative Angie Chen Button:  New Laws 
HB 537 requires all occupants of a vehicle, to be secured by a safety belt, no matter where they are seated in the vehicle. 
SB 61 requires any child younger than 8 years of age be restrained in an approved child passenger safety seat unless the child is at least 4 feet, 9 inches in height.  
HB 55 makes it illegal to use a wireless communication device in a school zone unless the vehicle is stopped or a hands-free device is used. A sign must be posted at the beginning of each school zone to inform drivers.  
November 3rd Election (Early Voting October 19-30)
The 81st Legislature passed eight joint resolutions proposing 11 amendments to the state constitution, offered for approval on the November 3 election ballot.  
No. 1: authorizing the financing of the acquisition by municipalities and counties of buffer areas or open spaces adjacent to a military installation for the prevention of encroachment or for the construction of roadways, utilities, or other infrastructure to protect or promote the mission of the military installation.
No. 2: authorizing the legislature to provide for the ad valorem taxation of a residence homestead solely on the basis of the property's value as a residence homestead.
No. 3: providing for uniform standards and procedures for the appraisal of property for ad valorem tax purposes.
No. 4: establishing the national research university fund to enable research universities in this state to achieve national prominence as major research universities and transferring the balance of the higher education fund to the national research university fund.
No. 5: authorizing the legislature to authorize a single board of equalization for two or more adjoining appraisal entities that elect to provide for consolidated equalizations.
No. 6: authorizing the Veterans' Land Board to issue general obligation bonds.
No. 7: allow members of the Texas State Guard or other state militia or military force to hold other civil offices.
No. 8: authorizing the state to contribute money, property, and other resources for the establishment, maintenance, and operation of veteran’s hospitals in this state.
No. 9: to protect the right of the public to access and use the public beaches bordering the seaward shore of the Gulf of Mexico.
No. 10: provide that elected members of the governing boards of emergency services districts may serve terms not to exceed 4 years.
No. 11: prohibit the taking, damaging, or destroying of private property for public use unless the action is for the ownership, use, and enjoyment of the property by the State, a political subdivision of the State, the public at large, or entities granted the power of eminent domain under law or for the elimination of urban blight on a particular parcel of property, but not for certain economic development or enhancement of tax revenue purposes, and to limit the legislature's authority to grant the power of eminent domain to an entity.
