FROM: Congressman Pete Sessions:       What's Next for the Health Care Bill

The Democrat House health care bill, H.R. 3962, passed the House of Representatives. The House now waits for the Senate to act on either the bill that passed the House or their own version of a health care reform bill. Currently, there are three Senate versions: one written by the Health, Education, Labor and Pension Committee; one written by the Finance Committee; and one written by Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid (D-NV).  If the Senate takes up the House version or one of the three proposed versions in the Senate, they will have to come up with 60 of the 100 votes to proceed on a bill — unlike the House which only needs a simple majority. If the Senate passes the House bill as is, then the bill is off to the President to be signed into law. If, however, they choose to pass one of the Senate versions, then the Senate bill will head to a Conference Committee between the House and Senate before the final version is voted on by both chambers.        

White House Jobs Summit?

The Department of Labor announced that 190,000 more Americans lost their jobs in October, raising the unemployment rate from 9.8 percent to 10.2 percent – the highest since April 1983. In response, President Obama has decided that it’s time for yet another economic public relations campaign to disguise his policies that are killing jobs in America.  While millions of Americans are experiencing the painful reality of joblessness, President Obama continues to peddle an agenda that will kill an additional 10 million American jobs under government-run health care, the National Energy Tax, and card check unionization.  Utilizing a tax-and-spend agenda unsettlingly similar to that of President Jimmy Carter, President Obama is pitting the government and its tax code against the success of the American worker and American business. The Democrat prescription for America’s economy has been more government rules, regulations, workplace interference, and higher taxes that discourage investment and job growth. Now the deficit stands at an all time high: $176.4 Billion in October. And the President is banking on Congress raising the debt ceiling by at least a Trillion dollars yet again. … President Obama is reportedly considering adopting a Republican idea introduced by Congressman Jeb Hensarling (R-TX) to use repaid Troubled Asset Relief Program (TARP) funds to reduce the deficit. I encourage the President to work with Republicans in Congress to implement more common-sense, pro-growth economic policies: 

·  Lower Taxes on Small Businesses:     Make 20% of earned small business income tax free. 

·  Encourage Investment:      Extend bonus depreciation and special expensing for new capital investments.
·  Simplified Tax Code Option:    Fair and Simple Tax Act: one-page filing option, three-tiered tax rates of 10%, 15% and 30%.
·  Lower Taxes on Manufacturing:    Keep taxes on manufacturing earnings to less than 25% for global competitiveness.
     The top priorities of Congress and the President should be reducing the deficit, cutting spending, lowering taxes, and eliminating excessive mandates to help create an environment for the job creators of our nation — American businesses — to grow, invest, and hire more workers. I stand ready to work with President Obama to help achieve these goals.

Republican Party of Texas:   Jail People for Not Buying Health Insurance? Pelosi Thinks That's "Very Fair"

Earlier this week, an intrepid reporter asked House Speaker Nancy Pelosi if she thinks it's really fair to threaten people with jail time if they don't buy health insurance.  That's not a hypothetical question - a provision in the PelosiCare bill that the House passed Saturday night imposes steep fines on Americans who don't buy health insurance.  Failure to pay those fines can result in up to 5 years in prison.  Really.  This is the Democrats' idea of "expanding access" - expanding the prison population by criminalizing health care.  The Texas Democrats haven't said a word about this provision, and in fact all but one of the Texas Democrats in the House voted for the bill, so they're evidently fine with threatening Texans with jail time over health care decisions.  And they're fine with this even though our state was pretty much locked out of the bill's negotiations by Pelosi and her henchmen.  ...she said that that part of her bill is "very fair."  We strongly disagree.  Bringing down costs via tort reform and increasing competition is fair; threatening people with jail time over private health insurance choices is not.  

The Best-Performing Cities 2009 report released by the Milken Institute, a non-partisan public policy think tank in California, shows that Texas is home to four of the five best performing metro areas in the nation.  The report, released on November 11, specifically cited Texas’ favorable business climate for placing “Texas and its metros in an enviable position.”  The results overwhelmingly indicate the economic strength of Texas cities in 2009, relative to the economic downturn and the rest of the nation: Austin/Round Rock is the top-ranked metro area in the nation, which “seems poised to be among a handful of cities that will add jobs in 2009.” Best performing large metropolitan area: Houston/Sugar Land/Baytown.  Midland, Texas claims the number one spot for best performing small metropolitan area, due to robust oil and gas exploration activity.”  Since 2003, the Texas Legislature has restrained spending, passed lawsuit reform, partially deregulated insurance markets, and maintained a strong balance in the state’s Rainy Day Fund.
