Letter from Merilea Lewis

Dear LHRW Members,


While most people were shopping for Christmas gifts and planning holiday dinners, I was preparing for surgery.  On December 7, 2009, I was diagnosed with invasive ductal carcinoma.  While that was not a term in my vocabulary, I fully understood the meaning of “breast cancer”.  My OB/Gyn described it as “garden variety breast cancer”.  That may be a good term for someone else’s cancer; however, for me it was not very reassuring. Fortunately, I live in Dallas and have access to extraordinary medical care.  So, on December 17, 2009, I had surgery for breast conservation, formerly known as “lumpectomy”.  The really scary part was waiting for the pathology report to determine if the cancer had spread and what the treatment protocol was going to be.  Thankfully the report was good; I will not have to have chemotherapy but will have 33 radiation treatments.  

The critical part of all of this is that my cancer was detected at my annual mammogram.  It was small but growing rapidly.  However, it would have been many months before it could have been found by self-exam or even by a physician.  As the surgeon pointed out, it wasn’t there in 2008; if I had waited until 2010 for a mammogram, it would have had many more months to grow and possibly metastasize.  


For me, and for all women, the bottom line is that annual mammograms are essential.  The US Preventive Services Task Force (USPSTF) recommended that mammograms for women 50 and older be performed every two (2) years instead of annually. This is certainly a short-sighted recommendation since the primary risk factor for breast cancer is age.  The old saying that an ounce of prevention is better than a pound of cure cannot be more applicable.  We cannot let the government make decisions about our individual health care.  Originally, the Senate bill had required health plans to cover services recommended by USPSTF. Sen. Barbara Mikulski (Maryland) introduced an amendment to guarantee coverage of mammograms and preventive screenings.  The Senate approved the amendment and accepted an amendment by Sen. David Vitter (Louisiana) that required coverage of breast-cancer screening and prevention under the Senate healthcare reform bill will reflect USPSTF recommendations prior to those released in November, 2009.  This could not have been done if everyone had just accepted the recommendations made by USPSTF.  


I am not willing to surrender my health care decisions to a “task force” that makes recommendations inconsistent with preventive care. If I had followed the USPSTF guidelines, I would have not have had a mammogram until December of 2010.  Hopefully, my story will serve as a cautionary tale.  Because of early detection and excellent medical treatment, my cancer will be under control.  If I had not had access to both, my story could have been different.
